The SLAM is the game of the arts in which emerging young artists perform and compete with each other, being evaluated by a popular jury.


The slam is a new and captivating way of proposing arts and culture to young people; in fact it means to give an innovative and revolutionary shape to the relationship between artists and the public.


It is a project started to support and give voice to the emerging creativity, a stimulus to the  promotion of young artists and an incitement to the public to become active critics, to judge, to choose, to leave the passive and sometimes superficial or aloof attitude towards arts and theater.





Young artists will have the opportunity to confront themselves with other performers  in any style of dance, danced theater and physical theater performances of the maximum duration of 2 minutes and 30 seconds.





Theater props must not “disturb” the performance, which  has to be performed by a single performer.





2 categories are admitted: 








	Performers -  performances of unreleased self-composed solos 


Interpreters – performances of solos belonging to the repertory of the performer's discipline 





The game is divided in two rounds:





preliminary round: all the participants are admitted; 





final round: only finalists are admitted. Proclamation of the winner of IL GRANDE SLAM.





The popular jury is drawn from the public , so the public is emotionally and practically involved in the procedure and in the result of  Il Grande Slam.


There are two juries: one  for the semifinal round,  one for the final round, both are composed by individuals drawn from the public and both are under the direction of the   Master of Ceremony and supported by a jury of experts. The  Master of Ceremony is at the same time the arbiter of the game and the mediator between the public and the artist.





Guidelines


Boys and girls already aged between 16 and 25 years old, before  2014 Dec, 31st are admitted.


Accepted disciplines are dance, danced theater and physical theater;


Accepted styles are: neoclassical dance, contemporary dance, modern – jazz dance, hip – hop dance, break-dance, danced theater and physical theater;


Each performance must last not longer than 2 minutes and 30 seconds;


Each artist has to performance one original works of his,  as for the Performer Group;


Each artist has to performance an already known and released piece, as for the Interpreters Group;


 Each performance has to be performed by a single artist;


Performances can be on any subject and in any style;


The duration is calculated since the moment the performance actually starts;


Performances will be clocked. If the performance lasts longer than 2.30 minutes, penalties will be evaluated as follows: till 2:40 minutes, no penalty applied; 2:40.01 minutes to 2:50 minutes: - 0,5 penalty; 2:50.01 minutes to 3:00 minutes: - 1.0 penalty; 3:00.01 minutes to 3:10 minutes: - 1,5 penalty; 3:10.01 minutes to 3:20 minutes: - 2.0 penalty; and so on (- 0,5 point for any 10 seconds beyond 3:10 minutes); 











The announcement of the penalty and the consequent deduction will be done by the Slam Master or by the timekeeper after all of the judges will have communicated the points awarded.


Theater props, lighting effects, costumes, scenic make – up are not admitted;


There is one  preliminary round and one final round;


There is one popular jury for the preliminary round and one popular jury for the final round, each of them are formed by 5 members.


There is a jury of experts, formed of junior artists, critics, festivals directors, companies directors and partners, with the aim to help any contact with productive realities of the sector.


Votes are cast openly;


Any member of the popular jury can vote from 0 to 6 points; members of the jury of  experts from 0 to 10 points;


There will be a single winner of the Slam 


The winner is awarded the Cup of Il  Grande Slam;


Finalists are awarded the plaque of  Il  Grande Slam;


Performances of finalists and winners of the contest will be recorded and promoted in both the video section of CUNAE and in the festival of contemporary dance “Second Hand”. Finalists and winners will also be awarded scholarship; one scholarship is raffled by  Associazione Ala, scholarships are raffled by Movimento Danza for “Estate in Movimento”.


The registration entails the payment of a participation fee: 25 euros;


For registration, submission of documents (personal data, title and duration of the performance) is compulsory; 


Penalties will be assigned in the following cases: painted nails, jewels, tights with holes, glittered socks (they must be black), exposed underwear. 


Extreme attention to the choice of the music is recommended.


The semifinal and the final rounds will be at Galleria Toledo – Teatro Stabile d’Innovazione on Tuesday, 2015 March 31st.








To register for the selection, submission of the following documents is compulsory:





-Participation form


- Authorization and release by one of the parents (for under 18 year old participants)


Authorization and release  for adults


copy of identity card of the participant
